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MP KRAMP ATTENDS GROUNDBREAKING CEREMONY FOR BELLEVILLE COMMUNITY CENTRE

BELLEVILLE—The City of Belleville today held a ceremony to break ground on construction of a new Community Centre thanks to joint federal-provincial infrastructure funding and Daryl Kramp, MP is  pleased to see this important infrastructure project get underway. The completion of upgrades to Belleville’s sanitary and storm sewers were also celebrated.
Work on the new Belleville multi-use community centre will include the construction of two new National Hockey League size rinks, dressing rooms, storage for equipment, updated food service facilities, a multi-purpose recreation room, fitness centre, an indoor track, an aquatic facility with a 25-metre pool, community space, and tourist information and customer service space. The governments of Canada and Ontario have each committed up to $11,666,667 towards the project through Intake Two of the Building Canada Fund - Communities Component. The City of Belleville will contribute the balance of the total eligible project cost of up to $35,000,000. 

The installation of sewers and the elimination of 12 catch basins in two community locations: Sinclair and Ritchie Streets, and Stokes Street, was also recognized today, as the first phase of a sewer infrastructure project has been completed. The governments of Canada and Ontario each contributed up to $1,543,967 to this project through the first intake of the Communities Component.  The City of Belleville invested the balance of the total eligible project cost of up to $3,087,934.  Additional phases of the project will see similar improvements in four other community locations: Henry and Everett Streets, Mary and Willard Streets and Purdy and Frank Streets. 

“I am pleased to see construction start on the recreation complex and that important wastewater upgrades are already finished, thanks to investments under Canada’s Economic Action Plan,” said MP Kramp. “Once completed, this new recreation facility will better serve the needs of our community.” 

These projects are among 470 underway in communities across Ontario thanks to a joint federal-provincial investment of more than $1 billion announced through Intakes One and Two of the Building Canada Fund Communities Component.
