MAJOR INVESTMENT AT 8 WING CREATES LOCAL JOBS AND SUPPORTS 
OUR MILITARY: KRAMP
Trenton – Daryl Kramp, Member of Parliament for Prince Edward-Hastings, is pleased with today’s announcement by the Honourable Peter MacKay, Minister of National Defense, to invest in six defense infrastructure projects for 8 Wing, Trenton.
These projects, a planned investment of approximately $334 million, will generate local economic benefits in the Prince Edward-Hastings region and could create over 1800 direct employment opportunities over the course of the work.

“Our government is committed to supporting the Canadian Armed Forces”, said Mr. Kramp. “In order for these valuable men and women to do their jobs effectively they must have up-to-date tools in place and outdated facilities need to be refurbished.”

The projects include the construction of a maintenance hangar for the new C-17 Globemasters, the construction of a new air mobility and training centre, the construction of a new electrical/mechanical engineering and transportation garage, the construction of a new refinishing facility for the Aerospace and Telecommunications Engineering Support Squadron (ATESS), the construction of a training accommodation building, and the construction of a materiel distribution centre.

Mr. Kramp added, “The jobs created by these projects will provide a significant economic boost to this area. Our military men and women win, and so do our local civilians who will benefit from the jobs created.”
8 Wing Trenton employs more than 3,000 military and 600 civilian employees, contributing approximately $28 million annually to the local economy.

Construction of these projects is slated to begin this fall.
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
