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MP KRAMP AND MPP DOMBROWSKY CELEBRATE COMPLETION OF TWEED BRIDGE AND CULVERT PROJECTS

TWEED — An official ceremony was held today to celebrate the completion of work to replace three local bridges and a culvert in the Municipality of Tweed. Daryl Kramp, Member of Parliament for Prince Edward–Hastings; the Honourable Leona Dombrowsky, Ontario Minister of Agriculture, Food and Rural Affairs, and Member of Provincial Parliament for Prince Edward–Hastings; and Jo-Anne Albert, Reeve of the Municipality of Tweed, are pleased to see this important Canada-Ontario Municipal Rural Infrastructure Fund (COMRIF) project reach completion.  

Work to upgrade Kennedy Bridge, Marshe Bridge, Sherry and Doran Bridge and Marlbank Culvert included the installation of new structures with full highway loading capacity and the addition of new railing systems. 

The Governments of Canada and Ontario each committed up to $1,059,167 to these projects under the second and third intakes of COMRIF. The Municipality of Tweed committed the balance of the projects’ total eligible cost of $3,177,500. 

“I am pleased to see the completion of these projects, which ensure that residents have a safer and more efficient commute each day,” said MP Kramp. “In Canada’s Economic Action Plan our government committed to providing an additional $12 billion for infrastructure funding, so essential community projects like these could continue to move forward.”  

“By replacing and rehabilitating essential infrastructure, we are ensuring that the residents and visitors in this community are able to travel on safe and reliable bridges,” said Minister Dombrowsky.

“Thanks to our federal and provincial partners, our community residents and visitors can benefit from safer roads and bridges,” said Reeve Albert.
Under the COMRIF program, the governments of Canada and Ontario are working together with the Association of Municipalities of Ontario and local partners to respond to local needs through infrastructure upgrades providing clean, safe drinking water, better sewage systems, improved waste management processes, safer local roads and bridges, as well as other health and safety priorities.
