WELLINGTON – Prince Edward County today held a ceremony to celebrate the groundbreaking of construction for a new multi-use recreational sports centre in Wellington.  Daryl Kramp, Member of Parliament for Prince Edward–Hastings; the Honourable Leona Dombrowsky, Ontario Minister of Agriculture, Food and Rural Affairs, and Member of Provincial Parliament for Prince Edward–Hastings; and Leo P. Finnegan, Mayor of Prince Edward County, were pleased to see this important infrastructure project get underway.    

This project will replace the Wellington and District Community Centre with a new, fully accessible, multi-use facility, offering multiple amenities to enhance recreation and leisure activities in the area.  Features include an accessible indoor walking track, an ice surface, exercise rooms, and a community hall facility.  The Governments of Canada and Ontario have each committed up to $3,949,000 in the project. The County of Prince Edward will contribute the balance of the total eligible project cost of up to $11,847,000. 
“The new recreational sports centre will help to expand recreational services and encourage athleticism in the community,” said MP Kramp. “This barrier-free facility enables greater levels of participation from all residents, and reaffirms our government’s commitment, made in Canada’s Economic Action Plan, to provide communities with valuable and necessary infrastructure.”

 "Recreational facilities are a vital part of Ontario's fabric, and enrich our lives and our children's lives in many ways," said Minister Dombrowsky. "This infrastructure investment in Prince Edward County creates jobs now, helping to stimulate the local economy."

“Today is a great day for Prince Edward County,” said Mayor Finnegan.  “By working with our federal and provincial partners, we can provide a space for residents to enjoy for generations to come.” 
This project is one of more than 470 moving forward in Ontario thanks to a joint federal-provincial investment of more than $1 billion under the Building Canada Fund - Communities Component. During these challenging economic times, the governments of Canada and Ontario have taken steps to get shovels in the ground and to deliver money faster for important infrastructure projects in the 2009 and 2010 construction seasons.
