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Protecting Canadians means striking good balance between sense and safety: Kramp
Ottawa – Member of Parliament for Prince Edward-Hastings, Daryl Kramp, is pleased at the results of last night’s vote in the House of Commons to scrap the gun registry. The private member’s bill, sponsored by Manitoba Conservative MP Candice Hoeppner, was passed by a vote of 164-137.
“The long-gun registry, in the way it was designed, unfairly targeted duck hunters and law-abiding citizens and ignored the real criminals”, said Mr. Kramp. “Billions of dollars has been wasted with it and, as a long-time advocate of the scrapping of this registry, I am very pleased to see the results of the vote”.

The long-gun registry was originally budgeted to cost Canadians $2 million, but the price tag spiraled out of control to an estimated $2 billion a decade later. 
The proposed legislation now moves to an all-party committee for public hearings before it returns to the House of Commons for a final vote and then heads to the Senate.
“I believe in protecting Canadians with real public safety measures and striking a good balance between sense and safety, not indulging in colossal wastes of money like the long-gun registry”, said Mr. Kramp. “Equipping our police officers with better crime-fighting technology and cracking down on real criminals – that’s how to build safer communities.”
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
