$2 MILLION FUNDING FOR QUINTE MOHAWK SCHOOL WILL 
HELP STUDENTS: KRAMP

 

TYENDINAGA MOHAWK TERRITORY, ONTARIO - Member of Parliament for Prince Edward-Hastings, Daryl Kramp, on behalf of the Honourable Chuck Strahl, Minister of Indian Affairs and Northern Development and Federal Interlocutor for Métis and Non-Status Indians, today announced the investment of $2,080,625 for renovations at the Quinte Mohawk School located on Tyendinaga Mohawk Territory at the Mohawks of the Bay of Quinte First Nation. 

 

This investment demonstrates the Government of Canada’s ongoing commitment to providing quality learning environments for First Nation students,” said MP Kramp. “These improvements will lead to better outcomes for learners at the Quinte Mohawk School.”  

 

Indian and Northern Affairs Canada (INAC) has an on-going commitment to education, and the Quinte Mohawk School. This new funding will allow for upgrades to the school, including ceiling tiles, a roof replacement, and upgrades to the mechanical system. 

This is over and above INAC’s 2008-2009 investment of $132,662 for upgrades to the school’s water treatment system, and $242,300 for its operation and maintenance. The Department will also support the additional costs to install a chlorination unit associated with the school’s water system.

The Government of Canada is taking action to improve the lives of First Nations through infrastructure investments that help ensure First Nation students have access to the same quality learning environments as other Canadian students.
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
