CANADA’S ECONOMIC ACTION PLAN DELIVERS HOUSING FUNDING TO LOCAL RESERVE
Prince Edward-Hastings  — Daryl Kramp, Member of Parliament for Prince Edward-Hastings is pleased to announce that on-reserve housing funding will total $725,000 for the 2009/2010 fiscal year for the Mohawks of the Bay of Quinte First Nation.
 “Our government is committed to improving housing conditions on reserves across Canada”, said Mr. Kramp. “This funding will help to provide a number of families with a safe and affordable place to live.”
Canada’s Economic Action Plan is investing $400 million over two years to support on-reserve housing. The funds are dedicated to new social housing projects, the remediation of existing social housing and complementary housing activities through programming from Indian and Northern Affairs Canada (INAC) and Canada Mortgage and Housing Corporation (CMHC).
Of the $400 million, $150 million is being delivered by INAC for lot servicing, renovations, new construction of high-density multi-unit dwellings, and renovations to support the conversion of band-owned housing to private ownership.  The remaining $250 million is being delivered through CMHC over two years; $125 million for the creation of new on-reserve housing; and $125 million for the repair and renovation of existing federally assisted on-reserve social housing.

“This initiative”, added Mr. Kramp, “will help our First Nations community and also create job opportunities”.
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
