Car repair agreement good news for small business and consumer: Kramp
Ottawa – Daryl Kramp, Member of Parliament for Prince Edward-Hastings is pleased with Industry Minister Tony Clement’s announcement yesterday that automakers have agreed voluntarily to allow independent garages to have access to key software needed to repair newer model cars.
“This will allow independent auto shops to compete on an equal footing with auto dealerships”, said Mr. Kramp. “This is good news for consumers as it gives them more choices which leads to a more competitive and healthier marketplace.”

Minister Clement wrote to all manufacturers earlier this year asking them to find a solution to the issue referred to as “right to repair”. This voluntary system was negotiated and signed by the Association of International Automobile Manufacturers of Canada and the Canadian Vehicle Manufacturers Association, which represent nearly every vehicle manufacturer and distributor in Canada, and the National Automobile Trades Association, which represents the aftermarket service sector.
